Name Quilt

Objective: To create a Name quilt using the letters of your first name on a grid. Students will calculate the fraction, decimal and percent of each letter in their name and create a chart to organize the data.

Instructions: 

NOTE: If your first name is a four letter name, include your first initial. 

           (EX: Chau will use CHAUC)

1) Starting with the first letter of your first name only, fill in the grid - placing one letter in each box. Once you reach the last box of the first row, continue onto the next row with the next letter…DO NOT START OVER. 
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2) Once the grid is complete, list the letters in their name and count the total number of letters.

3) Then count the total number of boxes in the whole quilt.
